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4.0 CONCLUSION  

Data on the number of airport patrons, employees and/or students at 25 major 
activity centers within the SFECC corridor were collected.  Discrepancies were 
identified for several of the activity centers as they are represented in the 
SERPMv6.5 zonal data input files.  Of the discrepancies, two should be investigated 
further by the respective MPO staff, as there is no evident explanation for them.  
These include the Miami Dade College Wolfson Campus and Florida Atlantic 
University at Ft Lauderdale. 

The zip code information on home end of work trips associated with the activity 
centers was also collected. Nine out of the twenty five activity centers were 
universities and therefore the zip code information on home end of university trips 
was also collected for those activity centers. Due to the low number of observations, 
11 (out of 25) activity centers could not be analyzed for work trip distribution, and 2 
(out of 9) could not be analyzed for university trip distribution. 

The analysis revealed that the model airport trip distribution was inaccurate for Ft 
Lauderdale/ Hollywood International Airport.The model work trip distribution was 
accurate for 11 activity centers and inaccurate for 2. The model university trip 
distribution was inaccurate for all 7 universities.  

The analysis also shows that work trip distributions are accurate for all 9 medical 
centers analyzed in the study. However, the work trip distribution was accurate only 
for 2 (out of 4) universities analyzed in the study.  

Table 20 summarizes the results of the analysis and indicates if  it is recommended 
that the model trip distribution be replaced by observed trip distribution.
