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Public Hearing offers opportunity to comment on potential transit service with FEC Railway

Members of the public will have opportunities to comment on proposed transit service within the Florida East Coast (FEC) Railway at public hearings hosted by the Florida Department of Transportation District Four. The Draft Project Development Summary Report, environmental documents and other pertinent information developed by FDOT will be available for public review on weekdays at 12 locations in the project corridor. 

The SFECC Study seeks to improve north-south mobility and ease traffic congestion along the I-95 and US-1 Corridor by providing new local and regional passenger transit service for the eastern portions of Miami-Dade, Broward and Palm Beach Counties. The proposed project area extends approximately 85-miles along the Florida East Coast Railway through 28 municipalities between Miami and Jupiter. The study is being conducted by FDOT in partnership with local, state and regional agencies in the tri-county area.

The Florida Department of Transportation District Four encompasses Broward, Palm Beach, Martin, St. Lucie and Indian River Counties. It includes the largest population of any FDOT district with three million residents living in 5,000 square miles, and more than 52.4 million vehicle miles traveled per day.
