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Proposal For Commuter Rail Linking Miami, Jupiter Gains Steam 

State To Present Proposal At Public Meeting
PALM BEACH GARDENS, Fla. -- A state plan to link Miami and Jupiter by commuter rail is gaining steam as a series of public meetings comes to Boca Raton.

The Florida Department of Transportation will be holding its third in a series of five meetings Thursday at the Boca Raton Community Center on Crawford Boulevard.

Members of the public will have an opportunity to comment on the proposed transit service that would use Florida East Coast Railway tracks throughout Miami-Dade, Broward and Palm Beach counties.

The service would differ from Tri-Rail because it would use a completely different set of tracks that is farther east. Also Tri-Rail, which runs from Mangonia Park to Northwest 79th Street in Miami, makes passengers get off and ride Metrorail into downtown Miami. The proposed service would flow seamlessly from Jupiter to Miami, with newly passenger stations built throughout the three counties.
